ROTTEN APPLE
1) My name is Muhammed Yiğitbaşı. Now I am going to tell you about the snake game. In the snake game, first of all, we dig channels in the shape of a twisted snake in the soil.
2) Let’s scrape it with your hand.

3) Our clothes got dirty, but it’s normal.
4) You can’t do that, Ali, come on.

5) Ahmet, don’t sit inside it, step aside! The traces are getting fainter.
6) You’ve already got tired.

7) Ali, leave it off, you couldn’t do one thing right.

8) Look at mine. The one I opened is better.

9) Sonny, you shouldn’t ever have come if you would fight.

10) Afterwards, we pour water on the channel and wait to harden.

11) Then we count out with our friends and determine the first, second and third to start the game.

12) (They start out counting, chanting a rhyme to choose the first player)

13) (They continue counting, chanting a rhyme to choose the second player)
14) (They continue counting, chanting a rhyme and finally choose the third player)
15) Those that aren’t playing; sit down. 
16) Then we try to move forward with our marbles from outside, that is, from the tail to the head of the snake through the channels. Each player has three throws. 

17) Hit that, hit, come on.
18) Do not shout.
19) The player whose marble goes out while moving through the channels has to turn back to the starting point.

20)  He’s out – You’re out too.
21) The player who reaches the head of the snake is called ‘poison’. The poison starts to proceed back to the tail of the snake; that is, to his starting point, making three throws. Those who have not yet reached the head of the snake cannot hit this player. If a player hits the marble of the poison by mistake, or if poison hits the marble of an opponent, that player dies of poison and has to turn back to the starting point again.

22) Ok, you’re poison, you will go back now.

23) You’re dead. Go to the start.

24) Hit him. Can I turn back?

25) If we can hit the marble of our opponent with our marble, we have the right to make three more throws.

26) Each player proceeds as far as he can with three throws. The other player takes the turn after the third throw.

27) He cannot hit you, you’re poison.

28) Hit him, hit. Ahmet, you’re dead. You’re the last, Ahmet.

29) My name is Bahri Ergun. Now I am going to tell you about the coop game. The game is played by 5-6 players. We dig small pits called coop, one pit for each player. 

30) Why didn’t you carve out here properly? Let’s do it again. Oh, sonny, it’s all irregular. This stone doesn’t fit here, let’s use this one. If you knew that much, why didn’t you become a bricklayer.

31) I’m drawing the line.

32) We draw a line 5-6 steps to the front of the pits. All the players throw the ball one by one. If the ball enters my pit, I run to take the ball and try to hit any of the other players. When I hit one of my friends, we put a small stone which we call ‘an egg’ into the pit of that friend. If I cannot hit anyone, an egg is put into my coop.

33) His second egg. He couldn’t hit. 

34) Hey, cheese it, it’ll break, throw it slowly.
35) Black chicken- Meat chicken.
36) The game continues in order in this manner.

37) Wow, it didn’t go in. by Jove, it didn’t.

38) The player whose coop is filled with eggs is eliminated and his coop is closed. If we have time, a player who has 10 eggs in his coop is out of the game, if we do not, 5 eggs send him out.

39) Just a minute, just a minute.

Can you see that stone? Look at that stone. The same thing happened to me. I didn’t see the ball either.

40) The Keloglan game is played by four people. First, we raise the soil like a dome. Then, we pour water on the dome and wait until it hardens.
41) This one looks like our shrine.

42) Keloglan’s bald head. Let’s pour a little flour.

43) We’ve shaved Keloglan’s head. Our soap was also good. Yellow soap.

44) Watch it, don’t pour.

45) We wait for it to harden for 5-10 minutes. Each player builds a door to the side he faces.
46) Mine is steel, mine is wood, and mine is iron.

47) Then, we open a hole on the top of the dome.

48) Water is slowly poured into the hole.

49) The player whose door lets out the more water is given a small punishment by the others; for example, he is made to sing a song or may be forced to stand on one foot.  

50) Oh bud, do not step on the melons.
51) The man was yelling.
52) Who did you get permission from? We did nothing but stole. Should we ask for permission to steal?
53) Come on; we’re going under the tree. Hold on, stop, we’ll eat here.
